2.        Background

2.2      The Family Support Agency was formally established by the Minister for Social 

and Family Affairs on the 6th of May 2003.  The Agency’s 3rd Strategic Plan covering the period 2010 - 2012 has a strong family focus.  It is grounded in a firm belief in the fundamental importance of families and family life for individuals, communities and society generally. 

2.3      With a Chief Executive Officer, Mr. Pat Bennett and over 60 staff, the Family 

Support Agency is overseen by a Board of 8 members with Mr. Michael O’Kennedy SC as Chairperson.  The Board is appointed by the Minister for Social and Family Affairs.  The members appointed have expertise and experience in the fields of family and community services, counselling, family mediation, research and family law

2.4     The focus of the Agency’s strategy is to: refine the existing programmes; 

strengthen the co-operation between the various sections within the Agency, and between the Agency and other organisations working in related areas; and maintain the capacity of the organisation. 

2.5     The Main services provided by the Family Support Agency are:-

· Funding of Family and Community Services Resource Centres

· Funding of organisations providing marriage and relationship counselling and other family supports

· A nationwide Family Mediation Service

· Research on family related issues

· Promoting and disseminating information on matters related to its functions

   2.6   The Family Support Agency supports, promotes and develops the Family and Community Services Resource Centre Programme.  The aim of the Programme is to combat disadvantage and improve the function of the family unit.  The emphasis in the Family Resource Centres is on the involvement of the 

           local community in developing approaches to tackle the problems they face and 

           on creating successful partnerships between the voluntary and statutory 

           agencies in the area concerned.  Family Resource Centres involve people from 

           marginalised groups and areas of disadvantage at all levels in the project.

The services provided by the Family and Community Services Resource Centres uphold the community development ethos and the principle of inclusiveness, both central to the Agency’s values.The services provided and activities supported by the resource centres are designed to meet the needs of the local community.  They include the following:-

· The provision of information, advice and support to target groups and families in the area.

· Practical assistance to community groups such as training, information, advice and support.

· The provision of education courses and training opportunities.

· The provision of child-care facilities for those attending courses provided by the project.

· The running of after-school clubs.

Since the commencement of the Family and Community Services Resource Centre Programme in 1994, the number of core funded centres approved for inclusion in the Programme has increased from 10 to 107. Funding has increased from €317,500 to €16.047 million in 2010.

   8.           Shortlist of Tenderers

               In the event of a wide response to this RFT, a shortlist will be compiled of the highest ranked tenderers based on the outcomes of the application of the award criteria as detailed in Section 7.  The short listed tenderers may be invited to make presentations of their proposals to the Agency.  These presentations will determine, in conjunction with the results achieved by each tenderer under the award criteria, the final award of the contract.

9.            Costings
9.1.1    The maximum total budget available to the Agency for the services to be provided (see Section 4 above) is €700,000 per annum (inclusive of VAT, where applicable). The Agency awards its contracts on the basis of a fixed price contract.  The proposals should, therefore, state a total fixed cost for the project and a daily rate. The quotation/quoted fee must be in EURO.  Specifically, proposals should state:
a) The fixed cost for the delivery of training and support. The quotation/quoted fee shall be that amount which is necessary to carry out all of the work required to satisfy the terms of reference and/or the Agency; this sum shall include all costs e.g. costs of all labour (including secretarial services), travel, subsistence and other expenses, overheads, insurances, liaison with all relevant individuals and authorities and all sub‑contractors fees. 
b) The daily rate and number of days being charged in respect of each individual to be involved in the project.
c) Any licensing costs associated with any part of the proposal should be clearly identified.
d) Proposals should clearly indicate any discounts to which the Agency would be entitled, including public sector discounts, early payment discounts, forward contract discounts and any other discounts.
e) Give details of any other costs, taxes or duties, which may be incurred.
